Money Matters
We aim to unravel student finance for you and provide guidance on 
funding applications and budgeting.

Maintenance Loan
The Maintenance Loan is 
designed to support you 
with  your living costs, 
whether you are studying 
full-time or part-time. 
The amount you get 
depends on where you 
live, where you study 
and your household 
income. It is repayable 
on completion of your 
course and when you are 
earning above £25,000 
per year. 

     

Tuition Fee Loan
A Tuition Fee Loan covers 
the cost of the fees 
charged by the College. 
It is  paid directly to the 
College and is repayable 
once you have completed 
your course and earning 
over £25,000 per year.       

Disabled Students’ 
Allowance (DSA)
DSA helps you pay for 
extra costs you may have 
as a result of a mental 
health problem, long 
term illness or any other 
disability.

Parents’ Learning Allowance
A non-repayable means-tested grant to help with 
course related costs for full-time students with 
children.

Adult Dependants’ Grant
A non-repayable grant to help students who have an 
adult who depends on them.       

Childcare Grant
A means-tested grant 
with up to 85% of 
childcare costs covered.

This bursary is used to help with essential costs to 
remove financial barriers for those wishing to study 
HE.
